CONTENT


What is the picture about?


Is there a theme? 


What is it drawing your attention to?


What might the artist want you to think about?





FORM


How does the artist draw you into the picture?


Can you describe how the different parts of the picture work together?


Why do you think the artist chose this composition?


Describe how the marks, colours, pattern etc. have been used to create the picture?





PROCESS


What did the artist use to make this picture?


Describe how you think the work was created.


How has the artist use the materials?





MOOD


Describe how the picture affects you when you look at it. What is the atmosphere?


What effect does the colour or view that the artist has chosen have on your feelings?








YOUR OPINION


What do you like about the picture and why?


What would you change and why?


How would you describe the picture to someone else?
